How To: Creating a Host List 

 

Step 1: Expand the “All Hosts” node contained within the Host Management section of your tree and then highlight the root 

selection “All Hosts”. 

 

Note: You’ll see that StealthAUDIT has already started creating sub-groupings of machines to get you started, however, you 

have the ability to create as many sub-groupings (custom Host Lists) of your own based upon your own criteria. 
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Step 2: Create your own Host List by leveraging the filter options contained within Host Management. 

 

By clicking the blue arrow in any column header, you can filter your results to only include hosts matching a particular result 

(i.e. Windows Server 2008 Enterprise Edition, 64-bit) or use a custom filter by selecting (Custom…). 
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Step 3: When you’re satisfied with your new custom host list, click “Save Current View” in the Activities pane on the right hand
